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Romeo Revisited

6 “Hey, Shakespeare’s great and all, but can’t we do one of his other plays?”  Byron asked.  He usually held back a little longer before speaking, but today no one else seemed to have the guts.  Besides, that romantic stuff was not his cup of tea.  “I mean, everybody knows the story of those ‘star-crossed lovers.’  The whole thing’s such a cliché.”

7 Mr. Peterson, the drama adviser, spoke up to defend the play.  “Everyone knew the story in Shakespeare’s day, too,” he said.  “Knowing the story helps audiences understand Shakespeare’s poetic language.  If we put on Coriolanus, some people might not be able to follow the action.”

8 “Yeah.  Whatever,” Byron said, leaning his chair against the desk behind him.

9 “We could always update the story,” a squeaky voice offered from the fringe of the group.  It was Malcolm, a freshman new to the club.

10 “Sorry, kid, that’s been done,” Megan said.  “Remember West Side Story?  And didn’t you see Baz Lurhman’s 1996 version?  Leonardo DiCaprio is to die for! ‘Romeo, Romeo, whyfore art thou….’ ”

11 “It’s wherefore,” Lindsay corrected her.

12 “Wherefore aren’t thou Leonardo DiCaprio?” Megan said.

13 “Wherefore art thou Rick?”  Lindsay added under her breath.  A couple of the girls laughed, but she immediately felt sorry she’d said it.  Rick had been doing his best to help the group come to a decision.

14 Katie spoke up.  “I’m all in favor of the balcony scene and the romance stuff, but I have to say I’m sick and tired of tragedy.  Every time you turn on the TV, there’s something tragic on the news.  I mean, why can’t we just rewrite the script and give it a happy ending?”

15 Mr. Peterson cleared his throat.  “That’s actually an interesting idea, Katie.  You know, they did that in the eighteenth century.  Rewrote Shakespeare’s plays so they’d all have happy endings.  We could bill it as an eighteenth century version of Romeo and Juliet.”

16    “Hey, wasn’t that about the time when all the guys wore powdered wigs?”  Byron asked.  He always 
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seemed to know a little bit about everything, which people wouldn’t have minded, except that he acted like he knew it all.  But the subject of powdered wigs had caught everyone’s attention.
17 “Hold on a second,” Malcolm said.  “I don’t know about everyone else, but I don’t want to wear any powdered wig.”

18 “And I’m not kissing any guy who’s wearing one,” Megan said with mock certainty.

19 “Oh, come on, what difference does it make?”  Rick asked.  “We’re actors.  We do all kinds of stuff.”

20 “Yeah, what the heck,” Shirley said. “It’ll be fun!”

21 “Yeah, well, the closest I’ve ever gotten to a powdered wig is a powdered donut,” Byron said, “and, man, those things set my teeth on edge.”

22 In the heated discussion that followed, Mr. Peterson seemed to be the only one who didn’t have an opinion about powdered wigs.  After a while, he felt someone tap him on the shoulder.  Everyone saw the adviser turn around.  The group got quiet all at once.

23 It was Malcolm.  When he saw that all eyes were on him, he addressed the whole group instead of just Mr. Peterson.  “Don’t you see?” Malcolm said, excitedly.  “We’ve got one group that agrees to wear powdered wigs, and one group that refuses to.  It’s the Montagues and Capulets all over again!”

24 “Kind of like shirts and skins in basketball!” Byron said.

An American Story


As Benjamin Franklin arrived at the Pennsylvania statehouse on September 17,1787, he rejoiced with his colleagues about the freshness of the morning air.  All summer the 81-year-old Franklin had made the short journey from his home just off Market Street to the statehouse.  There, delegates to the Constitutional Convention had exhaustively debated the future of the nation.  Today, they would have a chance to sign a draft plan for the nation’s new constitution.


When it came Franklin’s turn to sign, the elderly leader had to be helped forward in order to write his name on the parchment.  Tears streamed down his face as he signed.  When the remaining delegates had finished signing, a solemn silence enveloped the hall.  Franklin relieved the tension with a few well-chosen words.  Pointing to the half-sun painted in gold on the back of George Washington’s chair, he observed:


“I have often…looked at the [sun] behind the President [of the Convention] without being able to tell whether it was rising or setting; but now, at length, I have the happiness to know it is a rising, and not a setting, Sun.”
